Award Description

3.
High school students must have a grade point average of 3.0 or better during their senior year of high school.

4.
College students must be enrolled in a program as a full time student with an average of 12 semester hours or more and have a grade point average of 3.0 or better during their last academic year.

5.
In order to receive the award, the applicant must show evidence that they will be attending an institution of higher learning for the next semester.

The applicant will not be eligible to receive more than four scholarships.
